PNCMS HISTORY 
PREAMBLE 
The Society was created in June of 1889 by three physicians who believed they could start a 

medical society: 

We, the undersigned physicians of the County of Placer, being desirous of establishing a greater 

degree of fraternity and closer social intercourse, one with another, cordially invite you to meet 

with us at the Court-House, in Auburn, on the 27th day of June, 1889, then and there to form a 

COUNTY MEDICAL SOCIETY and to take such steps as may be deemed expedient to make such 

an organization permanent. And we would also invite you to present a paper upon some medical 

or surgical topic, such as you may have leisure to prepare. 

(signed) T./M. Todd, R.F. Rooney, H.N. Miner 

Not only were they successful in starting a society, it has continued to grow for over 123 years. 

 

A FEW FACTS: BY DR. TED BACHARACH, DIRECTOR EMERITUS 
It was not until 1900 that reforms in medical education were implemented. The medical soci-

ety in their early days and for a considerable amount of time after this controlled the practice 

of medicine and made sure that the public was protected from quacks and poorly trained 

physicians.  Unfortunately the historical records that remain, much like the records of today, 

cover the unusual fairly well; the commonplace, the things we take for granted, change im-

perceptibly.  Such things as housing, transportation, electricity, telephones, bathtubs, running 

water, heatingðare all things taken for granted and we never stop to realize when and how 

they change.  Early footsteps have vanished with few traces. 

 

The history of the Placer Nevada County Medical Society was undertaken after 100 years of 

operation.  The result of this compilation was published in April 1993. The medical society 

was formed in 1889 at which time life expectancy was about 40 years of age.  Most illnesses 

were allowed to progress to their natural conclusion.  Medical education was not standard-

ized and many poorly qualified doctors practiced their trade. 

 

Since its inception, the medical society has undergone many changes.  It is an instrument of 

variable strength.  More members equate with more power.  In our present environment we 

find that physicians many times have abandoned much responsibility to others. 

 

Reforms, alterations in the system of medicine in this country many times threaten the well-

being not only of patients of physicians as well.  If we are to safeguard at least a little of what 

we have we will have to band together so that our voice can be heard. If we donôt continue 

as a direct link to making policy for physicians and patients alterations in the system of medi-

cine in the country could deteriorate considerable not only for our interests but for our pa-

tients as well.  Membership in the Placer-Nevada County Medical Society provide support, 

information on current legislation both state and Federal, and advocacy for physicians and 

patients in these changing times.
